Vangelis Iliopoulos, Manos Kontoleon, Sofia Mantouvalou, Voula Mastori, Soula Mitakidou, Dimitris Baslam, Christos Boulotis, Elsa Myrogianni, Eleni Svoronou, Evangelia Tressou, Evi Tsitiridou, Anna Hadjimanoli, Vasso Psaraki)

· Watch and take part in dramatisations 

· Listen to story tellers telling stories (Evi Gerokosta, Anthi Thanou, Stelios Pelasgos, Agni Strombouli, Christina Frangeskaki) - and authors too (Aris Sfakianakis)

· Attend a musical performance based on our traditional narrative songs 

· Visit an exhibition of theatre puppets and make their own hand puppets
· Take part both in art workshops and individual activities, leading up to the grand closing ceremony of the Children’s Corner on the last day
· Adults will be able to attend a seminar on the art of narration and find out all about the National Book Centre’s educational programme
