Project 1 RAMSES II 

EURO - MEDITERRANEAN NETWORK OF RESEARCH CENTRES IN HUMAN SCIENCES 

RAMSES II is an International Research Network in social sciences and humanities. It groups 33 research institutions within the Euro-Mediterranean area. 

It is part of the European Research Policy (FP6) and it is funded by the European Commission for a four year period (total budget: 3,4 million euros).

The “Maison Méditerranéenne des Sciences de l’Homme” in Aix-en-Provence (France) is the research institution in charge of coordinating the network. The National Book Centre of Greece coordinates the publishing and translating activities. 

The project main objectives are:
· To build a Euro – Mediterranean research area and to encourage a new long-lasting collaboration between the scientific institutions that make up the network. 

· To develop a new field of studies and of comparative analysis: «Mediterranean Studies»

· Encourage the publishing and translation of Euro - Mediterranean collection of texts.  

Publishing and translating activities:
The National Book Centre of Greece (EKEBI) coordinates the publishing and translating activities of RAMSES II and organizes: 

· The establishment of a network of publishers of human sciences in the Euro-Mediterranean area 

· The organization of annual meetings of the publishers’ network during the Thessaloniki International Bookfair 

· The coordination of the publication of a Euro-Mediterranean collection of texts in human sciences in several languages

· The organization of a seminar for translators in the field.
