Description of RAMSES II programme
RAMSES II is a European programme funded by the 6th Framework Programme for Research and Technological Development of the European Union (FP6), aiming at the establishment of a Euro-Mediterranean network of excellence of research centres in human sciences. 

The objectives of RAMSES II
· Build a Euro-Mediterranean research area and encourage a long-lasting collaboration between the scientific institutions that make up the network 

· Gather existing knowledge and research in the field  

· Develop a new field of studies and of comparative analysis: “Mediterranean studies”

· Promote the publishing and translation of a Euro-Mediterranean collection

The role of the National Book Centre of Greece (EKEBI) in RAMSES II

ΕΚΕΒΙ coordinates the publishing and translating activities of RAMSES II and organizes:  

· The establishment of a network of publishers of human sciences in the Euro-Mediterranean area 

· The coordination of the publication of a Euro-Mediterranean collection of texts in human sciences in several languages

· The organisation of a seminar for translators in the field 

· The budget:

· The budget for the first period of the programme (January 2006 - June 2007) for publishing and translation activities is 45.000 €.

· The budget for the second period (July 2007-December 2009) is 100.000 €.
